BUT there are lots of people who don’t fill the sponsorship forms in accurately meaning that we can’t
claim back Gift Aid on their donation. We go through each sponsorship card individually to check
every entry. With the right details, Readathon can claim an extra 25% on a donation. For example, if
you donate £10 and tick the Gift Aid box with all the correct details, Readathon will actually receive
£12.50 at no extra cost to you!
